Any influenza vaccine (egg based or non-egg based) that is otherwise appropriate for
the recipient’s age and health status can be used.

No recommendations for specific vaccines or vaccination setting.

Egg allergy in and of itself necessitates no additional safety measures for influenza
vaccination beyond those recommended for any recipient of any vaccine, regardless
of severity of previous reaction to egg.

— All vaccines should be administered in settings in which personnel and equipment
needed for rapid recognition and treatment of acute hypersensitivity reactions are

Influenza Vaccination of Persons Aged 265 Years

Adults aged 265 years should preferentially receive any one of the following higher
dose or adjuvanted influenza vaccines:

— Quadrivalent high-dose inactivated influenza vaccine (HD-11V4),
— Quadrivalent recombinant influenza vaccine (RIV4), or
— Quadrivalent adjuvanted inactivated influenza vaccine (allv4).

If none of these three vaccines is available at an opportunity for vaccine
administration, then any other age-appropriate influenza vaccine should be used.

Vaccination of older adults in July and August should be avoided unless later
vaccination might not be possible.
